Research in cider production indicates that dosage rates of up to 0.2 mg/L are highly effective in preventing
sluggish or stuck fermentations.

For maximum efficacy, Thiamine should be added at the beginning of fermentation. This ensures the
nutrient is readily available during the critical yeast growth phase (lag phase), setting the foundation for a
healthy population.
